The October beach dive is at Malaga Cove in Palos Verdes on Sunday 
October 19 at 9AM. The walk down to the beach is very steep but the road 
is paved. This is a fairly protected beach with usually small surf this time of 
year. You have the choice of entrances either over rocks or sandy beach. 
Depths are typically 20-25 ft. Directions are a little complicated; take 405 

south to Hawthorne Blvd. Right on Hawthorne to Via Velmonte (Via Velmonte is just past 
PCH), right on Via Velmonte to Palos Verdes Drive N, right on Palos Verdes Drive N to Palos 
Verdes Drive W, left on Palos Verdes Drive W to Via Almar, right on via Almar, right onVia 
Arroyo then right on Paseo del Mar. Look for Gazebo on bluff and you’re there.

SUNDIVER TO CATALINA – SEPTEMBER 13, 2008

September’s club boat dive was aboard the Sundiver to Catalina.  Liz and I had really been looking forward to this 
trip because we’ve really enjoyed the Sundiver the times we’ve been out on her before.  In fact, just the weekend 
previous to the Catalina trip we were aboard the Sundiver for a full day of doing Reef Check surveys along the 
Malibu coast.  We enjoy this boat a lot because despite its relatively small size, it is very comfortable and easy to 
dive from even with a full load.  And the A/C in the sleeping cabin rocks!!  We boarded the boat the night before 
and met a couple of folks from the Dolphin Dive Center group.  Kenn Schmidt was also on board, who turned out 
to be the only other Explorer on board besides Liz and I.  Everyone was looking forward to a fun day, and there 
were actually three separate classes going on the trip:  an open water group, a couple of advanced, and one guy 
going for Master Diver.   
 
One other reason we really like the Sundiver is that they tend to go for 
less-often dove sites, which was important for Liz and I going to 
Catalina.  I know there is some good diving at Isthmus Reef, but I 
swear if another boat dropped us off there one more time…Halloween 
was gonna come early!!!  We weren’t disappointed as Captain Kyaa 
took us to three sites where I hadn’t ever been before.  I must say we 
were wondering how they would accommodate three different levels of 
classes at the dive sites, but Kyaa did not disappoint and each site had 
a huge topographic variety allowing great exploration for the advanced 
folks, and shallower areas for the open water class to get their skills

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done. 
 
The first dive of the day was at Little Gibraltar, which is about 2 miles NW up 
the front side of the island from Italian Gardens.  As Kenn was kind of an odd 
man out for the day, we teamed up as a triple for our dives.  Kyaa pointed out 
a pinnacle to the NW of the boat, and you could see the base of it from the 
boat at a depth of 45 ft, which meant the visibility was GREAT!!!    We 
talked about the dive plan, took a compass heading, jumped in, and headed 
off to the pinnacle.  This was an excellent opener for the day with the far side 
dropping down to about 65 – 70 ft.  We were also greeted with a wonderful 
67 deg. F at depth!!  The reef was absolutely teeming with fish life with 

literally hundreds of blacksmith and small perch schooling around, garibaldi all 
over the place, blue-banded gobies everywhere on the rocks, and bunches of 
lobsters in the huge cracks and channels in the rock.  Giant kelp and 
gorgonians were everywhere giving the site a very lush appearance.  There 
was no current or surge making this a wonderfully relaxing dive.  We even 
found a moray eel hiding in a crevice towards the end of our dive.  The only 
thing that didn’t go right was that my camera wouldn’t turn on after entering the 
water, which meant I actually had to concentrate on enjoying the dive…oh, is 
there any justice!!! 
 
Our second dive of the day was at Empire Landing cove.  Once again, 

excellent visibility and 67 deg. water 
greeted us.  We actually did a bit of a surface swim from the boat to get to a 
long ridge reef on the SE side of the cove.  We were delighted to find a very 
healthy giant kelp forest again teeming with life including a small school of 
pacific barracuda, and a school of some type of chub or mackerel (hey, they 
aren’t on the Reef Check list of things to count!!).  The giant kelp was very 
healthy here and we saw quite a few border-line legal lobster and bunches of 
wavy turban snails.  There was also a small ray that we only briefly sighted, 
because he took off pretty quickly when we sighted him.  When Kenn 
indicated he was running a little low on air I went to the surface with him, and 
then dropped back down to join Liz to go to the shallows and look for leopard 

sharks.  We didn’t see any sharks, but did find a good number of giant kelpfish that turned out to be rather difficult 
to coax into a picture (my camera was working again – yay!). 
 

The last stop of the trip was at Little Geiger which had an absolutely wonderful 
wall which seemed to go on forever, and again with lots of healthy kelp and fish 
life.  Unfortunately we were a little rushed on this dive because the day had 
gone a little longer than expected, so we were limited to a 30 minute dive time.  
On top of this, Kenn’s was the last 
tank to be filled, so we got into the 
water towards the end of the gate 
time.  We still had a really good dive 
with more great life surrounding us 
throughout. 

 
The crew of the Sundiver was absolutely wonderful all day long.  The 
food was great, the tanks were full, and everyone just had ear-to-ear 
smiles the entire day.  It was topped off with chocolate cake that was so 
rich I had to have gained at least 5 pounds from just one slice!  I can’t 
recommend the Sundiver enough.  We REALLY enjoy diving on this 
boat, and highly recommend them.  It was definitely a really great day!!! 
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Larry goes to Hawaii!! 
Larry joined the Adlers on their trip to Maui , Hawaii . It was an amazing 

trip. He watching amazing sunsets and had many diving adventures. He 

went diving at Lanai , Molokini, and Turtle Reef. The captain was even 

nice enough to let Larry Drive .

Opening Evening of Lobster Season ‘08

 A bunch of new-sweatshirt-wearing-dive-club members (and 
a couple w/o sweatshirts) met on the beach at Leo Carillo on 
Saturday, 27 September for the annual first evening of Lobster 
season club beach dive.  Conditions were less than ideal- foggy, 
windy, chilly with 3-4 ft surf.  Since Mark Navas and I had been out 
the night before just a few miles south and found those conditions 
far preferable, we headed the caravan down to Escondido Beach.  

Parking on PCH with a short walk to the staircase 
leading to the beach, 10 divers braved the (not windy, 
chilly or foggy) 1 ft. seas in search of bugs.  Of course, 
before entering the water, we all dutifully filled out our 

shiny, new lobster report cards. 
Time to get down to business - 
Mark and I swam out about 200 
yards to the kelp then dropped 
down to 25ft where we had 
sparse kelp and some rocky 
features. Water temp was around 
64 degrees, with poor visibility, but enough to allow the viewing of an 
occasional sea creature. The crustaceans in question were few and far 
between, with several being brought to the surface only to be sent back 
to grow some more. The total take for the dive club was about 5 
California Spiny lobsters and a couple of Dungeness crabs.  
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Reef Check at White Point 9/27

Kevin and I made it out to help with a Reef Check survey at White Point in Palos Verdes.  This 
is the location of the thermal vents that were used by the Japanese immigrants for their bath 
houses that once existed on the shore.  When you smell the rotten egg smell, you are near the 
vents.  I have not been to White Point since taking a class and I never really got to see the site 
at that time since I was doing skills so I was excited to go back and check it out.  So we all met 
at 7:30 AM – arrrrggghhh – in the parking lot at the opposite end from the bathrooms. We then 
got our stuff together and took the short trek (no hill) to our entry point.  The short walk is 
necessary since the dirt road is not open to cars anymore. 
 
The entry at White Point is a rocky entry  but on a high tide with low surf it is very easy.  I was 
concerned about waves since I’m a baby about beach entries and there was a swell that 
weekend but the site was protected by Catalina so it worked out great.  We all took a few steps 
over some rocks, put air in our BC’s and floated on out.  Looking down into the water, we 
glided over some reef right there in the shallows and immediately saw life on and around the 
rocks.   A few of the divers were immediately greeted by a school of baby Opal Eye in the 
shallows.  The rocks were covered with little anemones which we could see with the good 
visibility that we were happy to have.   
 
We all took a medium sized surface swim to the kelp patches out past the point.  Dropping 
down, we had about 12-15 feet of visibility and I hate to say it but the water was a little cold.  
Just two weeks earlier Kevin and I had water temps of 67-70 degrees out at Catalina, however, 
the temp at White Point this weekend was 57 degrees at 30 feet and 62 degrees at the 
surface.  Our surveys went well and we found the site to be lush with many types of kelp and 
several schools of fish.  I found about 4 different types of kelp to count, which was a lot of work 
plus a few other kinds that I did not need to count.  Kevin’s fish count was just as challenging 
as he parted a wall of thick kelp to find a huge school of Blacksmith on the other side.  They 
didn’t move much so the school was a little easier for him to count.  When I got to that same 
school, I found myself wishing I had my camera.  Another diver encountered a very large 
school of Sargo swimming by, and swimming by, and swimming by.   
 
After completing the dive, everyone commented on how they liked the site and all the stuff they 
saw.  Though this site is ripe with life, it does not appear to have a lobster population that we 
noticed.  Just thought I would mention this since it “Tis the Season”.  A lot of the fish seemed 
on the smaller scale as well.  For those interested in just diving to see the sights, it is a 
wonderful site with a lot of history and we recommend it - on a high tide!
